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2.- THE FIRST WORKSHOP FOR YOUTH COMMUNICATORS IS PUT ON IN LA   

  OROYA BY THE PERUVIAN JOINING HANDS AGAINST HUNGER NETWORK
 23 youth communicators for the cities of Junín and La Oroya, two radio stations  (radio La Oroya and radio Minería),  the parish of Marcavalle, and students from a school in La Oroya participated in the First Radio Workshop on the 21st and 22nd of April.  The Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network put on the workshop with the goal of developing the youth’s abilities to communicate in the media and then the put their voice out there for the population.   
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With the support of the United in the Blood of Christ Parish in Marcavalle, who allowed us to use the Pastoral Center, the participants learned the secrets to doing radio, what it means to do radio from the community, the language of the radio, and the principal formats: interviews and radio surveys.  In the radio cabin installed for the workshop, the participants were able to practice creating radio programs and in the streets the participants practiced conducting radio surveys and interviews in groups.

The participants used a Spanish tongue twister “Doña Panchívida se cortó un dévido, con el cuchívido del zapatévido” to improve their pronunciation and ability to speak on the radio. 
The participants in the workshop were able to do a radio survey of the city about health, environment, youth, social, and ethical issues. Those are the issues that the youth of La Oroya care about and will be focused on in the youth radio programs that will be created and air in the month of May on Radio La Oroya.
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“Now is the time for you to debut…” That was the voice heard during the entire workshop. Experience is what teaches, so everyone went out into the streets recorder in hand to do interviews in the plazas and markets. 
In just a few days we will return to the pastoral center for the second part of the workshop.  We hope it is as good as the first one was. 
3.- Mirror Mirror on the Wall:: Do you know who is throwing trash in to the Yauli River? And who is throwing it into the Mantaro River?
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  This was the scene at 4 in the afternoon on the 11th of April in front of the supplies market in La Oroya Antigua. We saw workers from the market throwing food and other waste directly into the Mantaro River. 
Each day, the Yauli and the Mantaro Rivers, which connect in La Oroya, receive thousands of tons of heavy metal waste and other toxic waste as a product of the mining activity in the city. To add to that, many people in La Oroya have water drains, where it is okay to throw the trash from our markets and our homes.  We can´t forget that many people need the water in the river to drink and cook and that the farmers use it to water their crops. We need to take care of our rivers!
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1.- THE MURAL OF DREAMS STANDS IN LA OROYA





 The youth of La Oroya and Huancayo finished painting the wall on the 11th of April.  The wall, located in La Oroya Antigua, illustrates the dreams of the youth for a healthier La Oroya, a place where everyone can live and grow. 
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Youth from La Oroya and some who had come from Huancayo were able to complete the mural in 2 days.  Kori Phillips, a volunteer from the U.S., was the person who designed it according to the thoughts, ideas, and drawings that the youth of La Oroya created for the occasion. 





The mural was unveiled the same day it was finished with the assistance of numerous public officials and provincial authorities. A youth delegation from Allen Park Presbyterian Church of Michigan, USA was also present to offer their solidarity and support for the dreams of their peers from La Oroya and Huancayo.
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The youth from Michigan who participated in the “International Youth Encounter for La Oroya” left their handprints and the wall as a symbol of solidarity with the people of La Oroya.
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That same afternoon, the 11th of April, the youth participated in a colorful parade for the environment and health of La Oroya.  Beginning in the main plaza of the Barrio Marcavalle, the parade passed through the entire city via the central highway and finished at the Sport Coliseum in La Oroya Antigua. 
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Dressed in traditional outfits, the youth paraded along with various organizations from Huancayo and La Oroya led by a local high school band that played anthems and songs in the name of La Oroya. The youth delegation from Michigan and a large section of the public also participated.
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Finally the parade ended with events in the Sport Coliseum in La Oroya Antigua. The youth, the population, and certain governmental authorities of La Oroya made a new commitment to the environment and health of the city. 
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The activities closed successfully with the events in the Coliseum.  As always, Dora Santana, Esther Hinostroza from Filomena Tomayra Pacsi and the team from the Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network were there accompanying the youth. 
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
