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The third segment, entitled “The Pin on Your Shoe”, was directed by Luz Robladillo,  who directed an analysis and debate about the political direction in the Municipality of La Oroya.  Among the invited was Máximo Cóndor ex-sub-prefect and the debate included the participation of various listeners.
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Tackling issues like these, the radio magazine, conducted by the Network of Youth Communicators and supported by the Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network, was transmitted, week after week increasing its audience.  We hope that it continues to grow so that the population can get informed and more than anything so that the population can have a space to participate and give opinion about the problems that the people in the area have to face…  We congratulate the voices who make themselves heard louder with every program “La Oroya… Breaking Barriers”.

2.- THE RADIO WORKSHOP FOR YOUTH IN THE CITY OF JUNIN CONCLUDES.
The 2nd of June, approximately 25 youth concluded to Radio Workshop that the Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network held during two different weekends in the cold but enchanting city of Junin, located at 4,100 meters (13,500 ft) above sea level. The youth who participated are students from the National University of the Central Region, the High School Libertador Simón Bolívar, members of Radio Junín, the High School Jorge Chávez Darnell, the High School 6 de Agosto, the San Ignacio de Loyola catholic parish and Humberto Yauri Martínez Institute.
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In this, the second part of the workshop, the participants worked on creating sociodramas and commentaries. In addition to the lessons and exercises, they planned the work to be done in the following weeks. 

The days of training promoted youth participation and were able to motivate the youth to begin working in the media for their communities in Junin. 
3.- THE YOUTH COMMUNICATORS IN JUNIN ORGANIZE THEIR RADIO PROGRAM.
On Sunday the 10th of June at 11 in the morning, the 25 youth, men, and women who participated in the Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network radio workshop, met in the city of Junin.  They met in the offices of Radio Junin in order to organize the next radio program to be transmitted through the friendly airways of Radio Junín.


After exchanging ideas and opinions on the names, tasks, segments, hours, and responsibilities they came to agreement on the following: 
- The program produced by the youth will be a two hour youth magazine that will be on air every Sunday from 11.00 AM to 1.00 PM.  The name of the program is “Connect yourself with more energy… Chochera”.

- The coordinating team of the program is made of three women: Rocío Zevallos, 

  Mélida Suasnabar and the teacher Liz.
