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35 young people from the National University of the Central Peru, Simón Bolivar, Jorge Chavez Damell, 6th of August, and The Victory of Junín High Schools, Radio Junín, The San Ignacio de Loyola Parish, Humberto Yauri Martinez Institute and the youth participants in the Filomena Tomaira Pacsi Association participated in the first part of the Youth Radio Communication Workshop.

In the introductory workshop we spoke about the basic elements of the radio, the characteristics of the language spoken in the radio and the formats of interviews, and conducting radio surveys. The participants, with a tape recorder in their hands, went out into the city to interview and survey the local population.  Then they returned to have their practice evaluated and improved.  There were also plenty of laughs and smiles during the icebreaking games which were meant to help ease the fear of speaking in public. 


The next Saturday, June 3rd, the Peruvian Joining Hands Against Hunger Network, together with the CPDR El Día del Pueblo team, will hold the second part of the workshop.  After which the work groups will be formed to organize and put on air the first youth program the 17th of June, transmitted through Radio Junín.                     

2.-  WE ARE PURE  MURUHUAY!
During the entire month of May, Junín can be seen dressed in bright colors and religious tradition.  In the month of May the faith and the fervor in the Señor de Muruhuay transcends regional borders. The religious festival, which forms a large part of the cultural identity of the locals to the region, lasts the entire month of May and doesn’t finish until fifteenth of June.  Pilgrims from every corner of Junín and Peru flee to the city of Acobamba where the sanctuary of the Señor de Muruhuay is located.

In the midst of devotions, mass, and processions the pilgrims dance the famous chonguinada and the visitors delight themselves with delicious plates of local food like pachamanca and picante de cuy.

3.- MIRROR, MIRROR ON THE WALL: WHO POLLUTES THE YAULI RIVER? 

The rivers of Junín are not only polluted by the mining operations.  They are also polluted by the same people who live along the banks.  For example, in the city of La Oroya, the homes that line the banks of the Yauli River throw all their water waste into the river along the filled trash bags of solid with out thinking twice about it. How long can the Yauli River support such an aggression?

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1.- YOUTH MEDIA AND COMUNICATION WORKSHOP IN THE CITY OF JUNÍN.





The city of Junín, one hour by bus from La Oroya, is located amongst the famous Pampas (High Plains) of Junín at an altitude of 4,105 meters (aprox. 13500ft) above sea level. Nearby the city sits the Lake of Junín, also called Chinchaycocha in Quechua. It is one of the sources from which the extremely polluted Mantaro River springs forth. Some experts say the river’s contamination reaches a full 90% of its total area and is mostly due to the various mining operations in the area, specifically Volcan mines. In a survey conducted by the youth at the workshop the local residents reported that they do not believe that, in spite of its beauty, the lake can recuperate from the pollution it suffers.
